In most cases,
offshore wind developers in the region already have connection contracts in place
with National Grid Electricity System Operator (ESO) and the Government will not,
and cannot, force changes to these contracts; any attempt to mandate changes to
connection contracts at this stage would be open to legal challenge by developers.
Therefore, | do not think a review is the best approach. However, | recognise the
concerns, and agree that we need to find ways of improving the situation.

| should make clear that | will not be the decision-taking Minister for these
forthcoming planning applications in East Anglia.

| wish to reassure you that your representations are being heard and considered and
as we move forward there remains an open and fair planning process for each
project, enabling communities to share their views and for projects to be evaluated
impartially.’
